The
full extent of the loss has not yet been
determined.

Said the Rev. Louis Branning,
pastor, “I just got through a few
sentences of my message when a man
in the congregation raised his hand
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short distance from a light bulb, and
immediately dismissed the con-
gregation.” All of the 200 worshipers
present escaped without injury.

The congregation is holding Sunday
services in the Kalamazoo Christian
High School, 2121 Stadium Drive,
and the midweek programs will be
held in the former parsonage adjacent
to the church. The broadcast of the
Sunday evening services, begun in
1952, will also be continued.

Forty years ago the church suffered
a fire which destroyed much of the
building, and the church was rebuilt
at the same location.

The Rev. Peter Kuiken Dies

The Rev. Peter Kuiken, 82, passed
away on January 24 at the Pleasant
View Home in Corsica, South
Dakota.

Mr. Kuiken grew up in the vicinity
of Pella, Iowa, and graduated from
Central College and Western
Seminary. After his ordination he was
pastor of the Twin Lakes Reformed
Church of Kalamazoo, Michigan,
from 1928 to 1941, when blindness
caused him to retire.

He was united in marriage to Linda
Trelk in 1928. She preceded him in
death in 1947. In 1949 he was married
to Marie Breukelman of Corsica,
South Dakota. They made their home
in Kalamazoo until entering the
Pleasant View Home in the fall of

1975. He is survived by his wife, one

sister, and four brothers.
