IF CHARLES FISK IS THE spiritual parent of the late 20th-century histori­cally-informed eclectic tracker organ­builders (Fisk's successors, Rosales), then John Brombaugh is the godfather of the modern builder following the Dutch and German organbuilding styles of the 16th and 17th centuries. Through the Brombaugh shop have passed, among others, George Taylor and John Boody, Paul Fritts, Ralph Richards, Bruce Fowkes, Michael Bigelow and Greg Harrold, each one a force in his own right, each taking away indelible im­pressions from Brombaugh's vision and rigorous attention to detail. Brombaugh's Opus 31b was con­tracted 15 September 1986 and delivered a year later. It was first used 29 N ovem­ber 1987, Advent I .
