The great organ for Plymouth Church is
pompleted, and 1o s fow days tho publie will have an op-
portunity of hearing tho lorgest inetrument of the kind
ever built in this country, and one of which the eitizens
of Brooklyn may feel proud of, as being in one of thelr
meny churches, Buch being the cate, s fow remarks
goncerning the argan mey be found intaresting,

BUILDING THE ORGAN,

It baving besn defermined by the Trostees of My
Teechor's Church to purchase & new argan, o Jommits
oo won appointed for that purpose, and on the first o
Junuary, 18585, an agreomont was cotered intowith the
Mepara, E. & (3. G, Hook, of Boston, Mass, to bulld an
orgen in one year, the price being about $10.000, 13
wes aftorwards determined io have alarger and moro
exponsive ingtrument, and the sum was increased ty
220,000, the Hme of completion being extended. Work
waoa carrled on 8s fant as possible, and in April last the
orgen wae ehipped for Brooklyn. About the frst o
Moy, the bores conlsining the instroment wers de.
pooited in the lecture room and unpacked. After the
old organ had been removed, it bocome neccasary to
lowar the floor of the organ gallery, and also to eut oul
the cefilog above somewhst, fo sccommodate the now
comer. This done, from four fo cight workmen have
been consiantly employed in putting up and tnniog the
instrument, until now it may bo said fo bo completed.

THE OUTWARD APPEARANCE OF THE ORGAN
iz very etriking. Althowgh of immensa #lz2e, it presents
o neat and imposing exterior, altogether different frow
any otber in the city, The woodwork ia of black
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walout, aod the pipes ave of beavy Euglish block fin,
which has the appearonce of silver, and thus o besutiful
contrast is sifained. The avchileclure of the case iaof
that slylo of Romanesque known as Palladium, but the
buflder hoe deviated where good taste indicated any
Improvement might be mile. TFrom the floor of tha
galloey to the highest pard of the cang £ 31 feet T inchoa;
the breedth ia 29 feet 5 inches, nnd tha depth 23 fent £3
inches, Infrontare four besutifully carved columns,
and belween them arothe immense pipes ordinarily econ
in front of an organ; in this ovgan the pipes coneist of
three rows of nine cach, and the woodwork iserched
obeve them.  Burmounting tho extreme endaare carved
urne, oud fu the cenire i3 o broken pedimont, in which
is seated tho carved image of a rausical looking charub.
Belwesn the uros and ihe chernb, and diroclly sbove
tho elde rows of pipes, on each gtdo are bumpet-shaped
pipes, elevated at about an angle of £3 degress, These
ara eome of the pipes of the Tnba AMirabilis, some-
thing altogether new in this country, Deside all this,
thers {s & good deal of carved woodwork, which i3 worth
poeing. The caso s Indecd unsurpassed for neatnoss
combined with beanty.
THE COMPABS OF THE INSTRUMENT.

Thera are four manucls of Aly-eight keys cach, and
thoy can be ployed eithor eoparstely or together, The
compaua ig [rem C to Aj in the pedal there are thirty-
eight keys, from C to ¥. Thia embracos in fact the en-
tire ravge of the musicel ecale, Both $he toue of the
lower and upper notes are clear and distinet, the ear
readily distinguishing the slightest chonge.

APPLIAWCES,

By {he arrangement of pneamatic lewers the resist
ance thot would otherwiere be pront oo tho kays, in
pyercome, and they are operatod with the same oaso an
on o pisne, Numerous seall ellows sre weed for this
purpore, This arrangement hss been very oxpensive,
but professional musiciung will appreclato it

For supplying air there are four palr of Lellows,
which are situated o the roomn immediately undor tho
organ and back of the deslr, The bellows have a capa.
ity of about 500 cubie feet, and ore worked by four
engloes placed i the basemont below, Thess englnos
hare upright eplinders, six inches in dismeter, withs
twolve inches siroke, and sre worked by the force of
the Rtldgewood water, which has o pressure of from 16
to 4G Iba 0 the aquaTe inch, ‘Che acton of the engine
is governed by the quantily of air in the bellows; for
{nstance, if the air from one by usod rapldly, its engine
will work fast, beeause e supply of water for. the en-
gloe s regulated by a rod from the bellows. The
orgapist hag by his side n water guage, showing the
pressure to the square inch, and ho alec has s crank to
turn on, cut off or regulate I.ho aupply of water of will
Paforo bim, olso, sre four bellows Indicsdors, Every
arrangement la so perfect that Iailure in the supply of
pir bardly seems possible, but if anylthing should hap-
pen, the bellows can be operated by band. The ides of
working organ bellows by water appears to be & good
ono, capeeially 68 the rather unreliable mervices of w
playfulboy or thoughiless man are dispensed with.
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ROTICEADLE MUSICAT FRATURES,

The Tobe Bfieshilla, {be trumpet-shaped pipes of
which appear projecting over the top of the organ, is
sometbing altogether now in this conntry, and eald to
bo of fine effect.

The Voxr Angelica, Yox Humana and Eaphone are e}l
beantifol anxiliarles to thia powerfal lnshrumont,

The creecendo movement, a8 arranged, 18 allogethar
pow bere, and i8 operated by the feel of the orgenist,
who car thereby bring into play the full power of all
the atops without taking his bands from the key-board,
nd decrease the sound {n the same manner, (om-

‘mencing with a eluglo slop, and incresalog $he volume
.of sonnd until all are brought into play without stopplng
to pull out each cne separately, tho effect 18 porfeolly
grand,

Thers gro alag other arrangomonta by which a combl-
nation of slops can be opersted on by a single pedal,
and aleo all at once by ous pedal.
