OUR NEW SCHANTZ ORGAN

Our new instrument was designed and specifically built for First Presbyterian Church by the Schantz Organ Company
of Orrville, Ohio. It is in reality four organs in one: Great, Swell, Choir, and Pedal, totaling 57 ranks (sets of pipes),
3177 pipes. The solid state movable console (keyboards) contains about 146 controls and devices to aid the organist in
playing.

The organ at First Church will have three major functions: to lead the congregation in the liturgy and service of
worship; to assist in the extensive choral program of the church in producing the great sacred music originally intended
for the church but often left for the concert hall; and to perform a wide range of organ literature.

The total scheme of the new organ is basically eclectic; that is, it combines the essential elements of the classic and
romantic organs and is capable of rendering organ literature of all periods effectively.

Front, high placement of the instrument allows ideal tonal egress into the church. Incorporated into the new Schantz
from the original 1927 Pilcher Organ are the Vox Humana, Chimes (25 bells) and Harp (61 bars). The entire instrument
is located behind the original pipe facade and is placed on three levels. Pipes range in size from %™ (above 8,192 cycles
per second) to over 32" in length (15 cps). Space has been provided in the console and chamber for future addition of 4
more ranks of pipes.

Robert Chapman, Minister of Music at First Presbyterian, Linwood Lunde, Schantz Representative in Richmond,
Virginia, and John Schantz designed the specifications. Everett Hoffsteder was Supervisor of Installation, and voicers
were Bob May and Charles Kegg.

First Presbyterian Church is proud to add a major new organ to Southwest Virginia and eager to share its rich
ensemble with the community. To Almighty God, we dedicate this instrument and give thanks for His venturous, most
generous and patient congregation.

CHANCEL RENOVATION

Through the generosity of the late Mrs. Nell Stephenson Boyd, the raised choir loft was removed and a new, flexible
chancel area rebuilt. While virtually impossible to create greater space for the choir and pulpit, the renovation has allowed
for maximum flexibility of space. For the first time since the building of First Presbyterian Church, the choir can see the
actions of the clergy, baptism, and other parts of the worship services. The architectural firm of Smithey & Boynton
carried out the expressed ideas of the church staff and committee, and the work was completed by Mr. Norman L. Ronk.
