Background

In 2003, the Pipe Organ Foundation was contacted by Mercy Hospital with the request to provide a rebuilt instrument for their new McAuley Chapel.  The Foundation worked with Richard Brown Architects in Portland on the space.  A two manual nine rank instrument was proposed, and this plan was accepted by Mercy Hospital.  Between March and September 2006, the Pipe Organ Foundation assembled and refurbished an instrument customized for the space and the expected use of the organ.  The instrument was picked up by organbuilder Lanny Hochhalter of Salem, Oregon in mid September and installed in the chapel.  Mr. Hochhalter will maintain the organ for the hospital.
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View inside the pipe chamber.  The vertical swell shades allow the sound to go out into the front of the chapel.

Dedicatory Concert

The dedication of the organ occurred on December 17, 2006 and was played by Christopher Fresolone.  Mr. Fresolone is an accomplished musician with both bachelor's and master's degrees in music from Northwestern University.  Mr. Fresolone played a combination of classical organ music by Johann Sebastian Bach, Dietrich Buxtehude, and Louis Vierne along with holiday compositions for organ by Pamela Decker, Gerald Near, J.S.  Bach, Pietro Yon, and Noel Rawsthorn.  He also filled out the program by playing one of his own holiday compositions.  
Historic and Technical Information 

Console.  The console is from Wicks Opus 1921 which was installed in Melrose Baptist Church in Oakland CA in January, 1939.  It was part of a II/10 instrument.  The console was used in the church until about 1960, when it was removed along with most of the organ and another organ installed.  It was purchased by Mr. and Mrs. Parrish and was in their home for more than 40 years as Mrs. Parrish played the organ.  Much of the organ also went with the console.  When Mr. Parrish passed on in the 1990s, the organ fell into disuse.  It was donated to the Pipe Organ Foundation in 2002.

Electronic action--New electronic system from Syndyne Corporation in Vancouver, WA.  Each of 10 general pistons is programmable with either a Set button or a Set toe kick.  The system provides for 12 sets of settings of pistons, transposer, and Autopedal (Pedal to Great reversible).

Blower.  Meidinger (c.0.6 hp).  Purchased by the Pipe Organ Foundation in 2005.  Approximately 35 years old. 

Main chest.  From Wicks Opus 634, 1926.  Electromechanical.  Built for Sherman Clay & Co, San Francisco.  It was later installed in a residence, and then in Lake City Christian Church in Seattle.  The church began a major rennovation in 2005, and most of the organ was sold to the Pipe Organ Foundation. 

Open Diapason 8'.  Part of Wicks Opus 634. 61 pipes.  8' octave is on an electropneumatic chest built by Walter Cook of Renton WA.

Octave 4'.  Originally the 8' Dulciana in Wicks Opus 634.  Cut down and rescaled.  73 pipes include a 12 note treble addition.

Salicional 8'.  73 pipes.  Part of rank is Kimball style 17, but the bass octave and some of the treble pipes are of unknown origin.  

Voix Celeste.  49 pipes.  Kimball.  On a Balcom and Vaughn electropneumatic chest.  This was part of a Balcom and Vaughn installation in the Hebron Christian Reformed Church in Fife, Washington.  

Melodia 8'.  85 pipes.  Part of Wicks Opus 634.  As currently programmed, the top 12 pipes are not used.

Oboe 8'.  61 pipes, Moller.  Came from California, but original installation location unknown.

Vox Humana 8'.  61 pipes, builder unknown.  On a Balcom and Vaughn electropneumatic chest.  

Stopped Diapason 8'.  85 pipes.  Builder unknown.  Given to the Pipe Organ Foundation in 2004.  Was in a residence organ in Oregon City, Oregon.  61 of the pipes are on an electropneumatic chest that came with the pipes.  This rank attaches to the first 12 notes of the 16' Lieblich Gedeckt for a total compass of 97 notes.
Bourdon.  Part of Aeolian Opus 1619, installed in the L.H. Lapham residence in New Canaan, Connecticut in 1926.  32 pipes, each of which is operated by two valves, one of which allows a greater quantity of wind (Bourdon), and one of which a lesser quantity of wind (Lieblich-Gedeckt).  The peculiar arrangement of pipes on the chest is apparently due to an irregularity in the original installation space.  
Chimes  21 tube Mass-Rowe Cathedral Chimes with action.  Tubes rebuilt by Mass-Rowe.
Swell shades.  Wurlitzer.  Obtained from the Balcom and Vaughn installation in the Hebron Christian Reformed Church in Fife WA.  Releathered with Brahma bull leather.-
